St. Anne’s group grows and
learns at Heifer International’s
Overlook Farm

From June 18-22 nine young people and four
parents from St. Anne’s Episcopal School and St.
Anne’s Episcopal Church traveled to rural Rutland,
MA to work and learn at a

Heifer International farm

and education center.

Heifer International

donates animals to people

living in poverty, teaching

them sustainable

agricultural practices and

helping them start small

agri-businesses on the local

level. HI works in the US

but also over 100 other

countries around the world, donating animals that
most suit the environment, from honeybees and
chickens to yaks and water buffalos.
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While on the farm, the St. Anne’s group did daily
chores feeding pigs and chickens, milking goats and
cows, leading llamas and alpacas to pasture, and
more. Each day they also worked in the organic
gardens, helped with haying, and did other service
projects on the farm. In between farm work and
chores, the group engaged in education sessions,
learning about food systems, organic and
sustainable agriculture, gender equity labor issues
distribution of world resources and population, and
problems of world hunger and poverty. A highlight
of the educational part of the trip was a nightrgpe
in the global village, which includes gardens,
animals and dwellings typical of many different
countries where HI works, including Kenya, India,
Tibet, Guatemala, Peru, Thailand, and North
America. Our group was split into families which
lived either in a Guatemalan hut or a Thai bamboo
hut. Each group had to barter for food and make
their simple fare over a fire, spending the night o
the stone or wood floor without creature comforts,
eating food without salt or spices. Each group was
given a disabled member and a water balloon
“baby” to take care of through the night as well.
“It made you
stop and
think how
fortunate we
are; we
should
appreciate
the things
we take for
granted,”
said one young participant. “It gave us the
background knowledge and understanding of how
many people in the world live. We'll need to make
an effort to take what we’ve learned back into our
world of computers, TV, and fast paced life.”
Overall, all the young people wanted to return
another year. They
loved the animals,
especially the baby
goats and lambs,
although “the geese
were scary!” They also
learned that “gardening
is hard work but it went
fast when we all
worked together. We
could see what we

accomplished. We learned a lot about what goes
into growing and preparing food.” Another thing

we noticed was that we produced almost no trash
once we put some things in the pig food bin, others
in the compost bin and others in the recycling bin.
Meals were easy to clean up!

The group was also very impressed with what they
learned about HI's mission and work. “One animal
can make a difference in a family’s life.” At léas
one student pledged to make a difference by raising
$1,000 this summer to buy a large group of animals
for HI; so far he has held three bake sales ahdlfs
