Rite 13's Excellent Whitewater
Rafting Adventure

On Saturday, May'§ the Rite 13 and J2A
Youth Groups enjoyed a white water rafting trip
on the Lehigh River near the Pennsylvania town
of Jim Thorpe. Rite 13 members participating
in the trip included Brian Schlosser, Patrick
Cronin, Gavin Willey, Kelly Halverson, Alec
Wolinski, Matt Stevens, William Rehrig, Riley
Foster, and advisors Jen Vail and David
Blaasch. Members of the J2A who participated
in the trip included Leah Lamborn, Garret Cox,
Brody Widener, Brian Smith, Tom Young,
Brian Willey, Drew Vail, and their advisors
Charlie Wolf and Val Biddle. Reverend Pompa
and his wife Felicia also rafted with us before
visiting family living in the area.

The adventure began at 0700 hours in front of
St. Anne’s. Rite 13 and J2A members were

dropped off and loaded up into cars driven by
their respective advisors. After all the lunches,

dry clothes, extra shoes were packed and parents to myself if perhaps we had made a mistake, but

bid good bye, the long drive north started. It
turned out to be a pleasant drive of about two

and a half hours with lots of singing camp songs
in my vehicle. The kids took notice of the
change in foliage north of the Lehigh Tunnel

We arrived at the rafting company’s
headquarters and stretched our legs while we
waited in the warm sunshine for other rafting
groups to arrive. Life Jackets were issued and
wet suits were also offered for rent. It was of
some interest that no one from the St. Anne’s
party chose to rent wet suits even though most
of the other rafters did. The groups preparing to
hit the river were given a short course of
instruction and safety by the guides who would
later accompany them on the trip. After Life
Jackets were double checked for fit, we boarded
school busses for the ride to the drop off point.

The ride to the drop off point lasted about a half
an hour and we were able to take in more of
Pennsylvania’s scenery. Approximately one
hundred and thirty people would be going on
this particular run of the river. At the drop off
point, we divided up into groups of six to a raft.
It appeared that about two dozen rafts would be
running the river together. Four of the rafts
would be manned by J2A and Rite 13. Only six
of the two dozen raft crews (four from St.
Anne’s) were not wearing wet suits. | wondered

it was too late to worry. Paddles, dry storage
buckets, and bailing buckets were being issued
and rafts were being shoved off. The guides
gave a short talk on paddling techniques and we
pulled our rafts offshore into the cold, clear
Lehigh River.

Any concerns about the wet suits were soon
forgotten in the first ten minutes of the trip. It
turned out that Rite 13 and J2A each occupied
two rafts. J2A set the tone for the trip by using
their bailing bucket to douse the Rite 13 with a
bucket of ice cold Lehigh River water. Rite 13
responded with their own bucket and got in a
couple of good shots before accidentally losing
the bucket overboard. Brian Schlosser dove in
to get the bucket before J2A could take it.
Everyone was soaked but no one was
complaining. We negotiated the first set of
rapids, a small one, and got used to how the raft
responded. Rite 13 is to be commended on their
rafting skills. The boat | was on was only stuck
one time bad enough to necessitate stepping out
and pushing. The rest of the trip consisted of
either running rapids, or jockeying for position
with the J2A raft. It turned out that J2A could
throw water farther than the Rite 13, but Rite 13
had better boat handling skills and spent much
less time hung up on the many exposed river
rocks than the other rafts in the group. The float

lasted about four and a half hours and covered
