Rector's Ponderings

What will you give up for Lent??? How bout
your Time!!!

Dietrich Bonhoeffer was a brave and devoted
Christian who gave his life in his belief of
justice and freedom. Bonhoeffer, a German
national, who held a prestigious and
comfortable teaching position in an American
University, returned home to Germany in the
midst of the Nazi movement to raise a voice of
opposition to Hitler and the Nazi movement. It
was out of his belief in Jesus Christ that he
knew he could not stand idly by in America. His
decision to return home and his activity there
opposing the Nazi movement landed him in
prison and eventually his execution. His
writings and reflections however were very
much part of a faith based movement of
resistance to the evils of the Nazi regime. His
spirituality for decades has been an example and
a pathway for many to discover spiritual
freedom.

Bonhoeffer wrote in his work entitled "Life
together" about the relationship between Prayer
and Work. He wrote, "the inseperable unity of
both (work and prayer) will only become clear
when work and prayer receives its own
undivided due. Without the burden and labor of
the day,prayer is not prayer; and without prayer,
work is not work." We live in a time when more
and more we are valued as human beings by
what we produce, as opposed to who we are. |
witness and have preached on a number of
occasions that we( you and I) are a busy people



who work very very hard. Bonhoeffer reminds
us that work is Godly, important, and necessary
for the Christian life. We are not called to be
idle, but to be "working". But Bonhoeffer also
reminds us that "Prayer also requires its own
time"

Lent is our time to draw near to God! There

is one tried and true way to draw near to God,
and that is through prayer! Some of you come
from the tradition of seeking things to "give up
for Lent". The giving up of course is designed
for one purpose, and that is to have a discipline
that draws you nearer to God! I'm inviting you
To Give up Your Time to God this Lent. To be
purposeful and intentional in times of prayer,
individually and corporately. Give your time to
Sunday worship and to our Wednesday Lenten
Opportunities. To each day give some of your
time to settling in for a conversation with God
about who you are, who God wants you to be!
Yes, you'll still need to go to work, but carve a
little extra time for prayer. They are inseperable
as are you and the God who made you.
