Having just completed
an internship at the Southern
New Castle Neighborhood
House , | thought | might be
able to answer some questions
about what we do there. Mostly, the question | get
is, Where is it? The offices are housed in a small
brown building at the end of Green St. Some of the
other questions are what do we need and how can |
help. A visit will show you how little room is
available. The building is shared with another
agency. Three small offices are used by a housing
counsellor, a family case worker and a receptionist
There is the food pantry and a room with two
refrigerators and a freezer. There is also a small
conference room. It is a busy place with clients
coming in and out and other folks coming with
donations of food, baby items, toiletries and other
usuable items. They are fortunate to have such
good community and church involvement. The
staff handles a variety of needs for local families
Some needs are more easily met because of the
generous help received from local groups and
churches.

There is always need for meats, canned shfre
They have a freezer and refrigerator so they aee ab
to store those items now. Also dairy can be
included, cheese, and milk. There are "walk-ing" fo
food on a daily basis so nothing has time to get
spoiled. Paper towels, and other paper goods are a
plus and small household items like washcloths,
small towels etc are appreciated. Diapers are away
needed. Small to medium baskets or plastic
containers are needed to sort soaps, shampods, toot
pastes etc. It would help with convenience. There
always a need for single beds and mattresses for
children.

Neighborhood House was established because
there was a need identified, and it is an agenaty th
services all members of the community in the MOT
area. Special consideration is given to those folks

outside of the MOT area, when the need arises.
Neighborhood House addresses needs that are
unique and not addressed by any state agency.
Therefore some of their services are not duplicated
anywhere which makes them an important agency
in this area.
