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Rector’s Ramblings 
"We know that the whole creation has been 
groaning in labor pains until now; and not only 
the creation, but we ourselves, who have the 
first fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly, while 
we wait for adoption, the redemption of our 
bodies. For in hope we were saved. Now hope 
that is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what 
is seen? But if we hope for what we do not see, 
we wait for it with patience. 
 
Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness; for 
we do not know how to pray as we ought, but 
that very Spirit intercedes with sighs too deep 
for words."   Romans 8:22-27 
 
St. Paul's words in his letter to the Christians in 
Rome resonates with me today. We forget that 
Paul was capable of such beautiful expression 
and words of hope to followers of Jesus who 
were living in a significant time of transition 
and formation as a community of faith. The 
early Church as it got established had many 
challenges. First was of course the challenge of 
hanging together as a community of believers. 
Second was the difficulty of organizing 
themselves for common worship, common 
experiences, and common mission. Third, was 
that all this was new for them, and the way they 
would live their lives all hung on promises that 
were not evident to them in the present. In other 
words they could not see who and what they 
would become as they were living in Rome 
among the things that would threaten their 
existence. Hence comes the beautiful words 
from Paul……You are pregnant as creation is 
pregnant with possibility of God's hope for you. 
This hope Paul rightly states cannot be seen, but 
fret not because the Spirit groans and sighs with 
you as you are born into what you cannot 
possibly imagine or see! 

 
This seems to be the story we live at St. Anne’s. 
We clearly are pregnant with possibility of hope 
and love. Yet we also clearly feel the birthing 
pangs. As we try to grow in Spirit and number 
we also deal with a changing understanding of 
who we are. Our birthing pangs include the 
pragmatic; old buildings in need of repair, 
strained resources human and financial to carry 
out our mission, faithful decisions to lead us 
into the future. We sometimes don't know the 
right prayers to pray, the right actions to take, 
yet Paul reminds us so much of this is not in our 
control! The Spirit Sighs with us, groans with us 
as we give birth, not because what God does 
with us will always be comfortable but because 
in the end we are God's creation. What we 
become will be God's and we must be careful 
not to try to create ourselves in our own image. 
What Paul needed the early church in Rome to 
hear was to stay together, be faithful in their 
prayers and let the Spirit groan with them! So it 
is with us, be faithful in your prayers and 
witness. Be present in worship at 8:00, 9:00, or 
10:30 a.m. Make time to pray and be together so 
that we may be one! So that what it is that God 
is birthing us to be may be holy, good, and 
faithful.

A pilgrimage, as defined by the Oxford 
Dictionary of the Christian Church, is a journey 
to a holy place undertaken from motives of 
devotion in order to obtain supernatural help or 
as acts of penance or thanksgiving. In the 
Journey to Adulthood program, pilgrimage has 
become a central feature of the ministry to 
young people. At the end of the fourth year, the 
J2A class travels to a "distant land" in search of 
God and their own destinies. Preparing for this 
trip takes tremendous amounts of time and 
energy in the preceding year. Fundraising, 
paperwork, learning about the region to which 
we will travel, all takes time, but is time well 
spent. The task of raising money is especially 
meaningful, because it allows our young people 

to see first hand how difficult it can be to earn 
enough money for something they deeply 
desire. As with our Urban Adventure, they will 
be traveling without their parents or 
schoolteachers.

Notes from the Old St. Anne’s 
Committee 

 
The Old St. Anne’s Committee will again be 
posting signs in the cemetery forbidding 
sledding.  We know that this has been a tradition 
in Middletown for many years for people in 
Middletown and for some members of St. 
Anne’s congregation.  While this may have been 
acceptable in the past when the population of 
Middletown was relatively small and rural, that 
is no longer the case.  There are hazards in 
coasting in the cemetery, and an increased 
potential for damage or vandalism.  There are 
also questions of liability. 
 
We need to stop this problem before it becomes 
unmanageable or we have an incident.  We are 
asking the congregation to help spread the word 
that sledding is not permitted in the cemetery 
and the reasons why.  It is sacred ground, and 
we need to keep it that way.
