Rector’s Ramblings 
 

 
I have a confession to make! Always an 
evocative way for your Priest to begin a 
paragraph! My confession is that when I take 
my vacation, I typically forego Sunday morning 
worship. I instead typically will drink coffee, 
read the paper, perhaps journal a bit. This 
Summer while on vacation I decided to go to 
Church. I visited Old Swedes, part of Trinity 
parish in Wilmington. In part to say good-bye to 
their Rector, Anne Bonnyman who has moved 
on to Trinity Church Boston. I would soon 
discover what a blessing it was for me to have 
chosen on this Sunday to be an attendee at 
worship (as opposed to the "director" of 
worship). I sat there with my family, my 
children, my wife and was washed in the power 
of the ritual that is our worship. I looked around 
at that beautiful and historic church building, 
soaked in the power of more than 300 years of 
songs, prayers, tears, praise. And I participated 
as a congregant in the ritual of Baptism! Saying 
YES to the Baptismal covenant and watching as 
two beautiful children (about 8 and 10 I would 
say), said YES to the Priest's 
question………"Do you desire to be baptized"? 
Then it came, that which I have witnessed and 
made happen so many times before, Water, 
poured over a young man's head. His face was 
transfixed, nervous I thought, then a smile grew 
across his face, wider, wider and wider, and 
finally he burst out in giggles! We as a 
congregation began to giggle with him! How 
cool I thought……..the Joy, the nervousness, of 
becoming part of a group who follow Jesus! 
Then his sister’s turn, a beautiful young girl. 
She took the water, no giggles, just a smile. But 
then as Ann layed her hands upon this young 
girl’s head to anoint her with oil, a serious and 
steady look came over her, and the Priest and 
the young girl now stared into each others eyes, 
deeply! "Anastasia, you are sealed by the Holy 
Spirit in Baptism, and marked as Christ's own 
forever!", the young girl’s head bobbing up and 

down in affirmation! I was blown away by what 
I "got to take part in!"  
All of us in our Baptism are claimed by Jesus 
Christ. All of us in our Baptism claim Jesus 
Christ! We giggle sometimes with joy, we 
giggle sometimes with nervousness! We shake 
our heads to say YES to God, not even knowing 
really all of it, all of him, all of what he's about, 
all of what life's about, all of what we're 
supposed to be about as we follow him! But we 
nod our heads YES! And go on the road! I don't 
know where you are with figuring out who it is 
you have said YES to, to follow that is. I don't 
know exactly where you struggle to figure out 
who God is, what God is up to, and how you are 
to respond; but at St. Anne's I don't think we're 
asking you to have it all figured out.  Instead I 
think we're asking one another to start 
somewhere. To start with  a YES in the sense 
that we'll discover it together; that is Who God 
is, What God is up to in our lives, and How we 
are to respond to it. I think the YES is to 
discover it, not as a discovery of certainties or 
check-lists, but a discovery that leads us to want 
more, learn more, be more, that leads us to take 
one more step on the path. Your steps may not 
look like mine, mine not like yours, but we'll 
travel together! I pray this cycle of time in our 
lives might be a time for you to continue to say 
YES to the journey, the path. To find in 
worship, in Adult formation, in foyer groups, 
service groups. Habitat, music, whatever 
ministry you find yourself drawn to, that you 
may find it a YES to take another step! We are 
on Pilgrimage!

Be at the door 20 
minutes before the service to welcome people as 
they come in, give them bulletins (and hymnals 
at 9:00), count the number of people attending 
just before the Offertory and take up the 
collection, then just straighten up at the end for 
the next service and record the number of 
people attending for our records.
